Since her parents’ deaths four years ago, 16 year
old Annet has been caring for her three siblings:
Gladys, 6, Irene, 8, and Emmanuel, 10. It has not
been easy since ongoing violence in South Sudan
has forced Annet to flee to Uganda. Despite threats
from rebel soldiers, she has kept her siblings safe.
Now Annet and her sisters and brother have been
living in Bidi Bidi, one of the world’s largest refugee
settlements home to nearly 300,000 people.

CRS is building houses for families like Annet’s,
teaching them to farm, and to give them tools to
succeed. She now has her own plot of land to plant
so she can provide for her siblings.

Attack on Surrogate Mother for Profit Ban

Language that would undo New York's long-
standing ban on surrogate motherhood for profit
has been placed in the proposed State Budget by
Governor Cuomo. In addition, legislation (A.1071-
A) to accomplish the same goal is being advanced
in the legislature. This would enable the buying
and selling of children and the exploitation of
women, and will lead to an increased reliance on
IVF (in vitro fertilization) and the destruction of
more human embryos.

Let your elected officials know that you oppose
all efforts to legalize commercial surrogacy. The
State Budget must be finalized by April 1 so send
your message today!

Second Lenten Journey Element~ Fasting

Fasting should not be practiced as a formal fast, or one which in
truth "satisfies” us because it makes us feel good about our-
selves. Fasting makes sense if it questions our security, and if it
also leads to some benefit for others. It should help us to
cultivate the style of the Good Samaritan, who bends down to his
brother in need and takes care of him. It involves choosing a
sober lifestyle -- a way of life that does not waste, a way of life
that does not "throw away." Fasting helps us to attune our hearts
to the essential and to sharing. It is a sign of awareness and re-
sponsibility in the face of injustice, abuse, especially to the poor
and the little ones, and it is a sign of the trust we place in God and
His providence.
